ACR102 AIR CONDITIONING AND REFRIGERATION 2
CreditHours: 3 Lec 2 Lab 2
PREREQUISITES: ACR 101
COURSE DESCRIPTION
An advanced course of study into the various types of refrigerants, metering devices, and basic sealed systems in use

today. This course will also include the theory, installation practices, and service procedures for hermetic and semi-
hermetic systems , including the replacement of compressors. There will be adequate time for hands-on experience.

1. COURSE GOAL
This course prepares the student to have a thorough knowledge of refrigerators and freezers. It also provides the
knowledge and hands-on skill required to change out domestic refrigerator and freezer compressors. Upon
completion of this course the student will be able to install and service residential food preservation equipment.

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to:
2.1 state the purpose of different refrigerants.
2.2  demonstrate the basic understanding of a sealed system.
2.3 explain the purpose of a metering device.
2.4 diagnose various problems in metering devices.
2.5 demonstrate a basic understanding of installation practices.
2.6 diagnose various problems in sealed system.
2.7  describe the steps required to complete a compressor change-up.
