	Awarded to Pre-med major.  Must be high school graduate; maintain GPA of 3.0 or higher.  Typical award:  $1000 per academic year.

	Awarded to student enrolled in TV Production.  Must submit 2-5 minute video relating to “Why TV Services is the career for me.”   Typical award:  $250 per academic year.

May follow student to NAU-Yuma or UofA-Yuma.  Typical award:  $750 per academic year.

	Awarded to Political Science, History, or Education major.  Must maintain a minimum of 3.2 GPA. Renewable upon compliance and reapplication.

1. Review the criteria for the scholarship. Apply only for the scholarship for which you meet the criteria. 

2. Complete an official Arizona Western College Financial Aid/Scholarship Data Form for each scholarship for which you are applying.  Forms are available from the High School Counseling offices, the AWC Financial Aid Office on main campus, the Arizona Western College Foundation Office, 281 W. 24th St., Suite 136, or by website http://www.azwestern.edu/student_services/financial_aid/links_and_forms.html).  

3. Attach a current copy of your high school or college academic transcript. 

4. Attach a student résumé (which should include volunteer service, academic awards or achievements, and service club memberships). 

5. A scholarship may require you to write an essay for a specific topic: if so, attach that essay as part of your application packet.  If there is not an essay required for the scholarship, it is strongly encouraged that a letter or essay is included describing why you are applying for the scholarship. Include a description of how you meet the criteria of the scholarship, why you feel you are the best person or have the greatest need to receive the scholarship, and your future academic and professional goals. 

6. Mail or hand-deliver before the deadline date: Thursday, March 18, 2010.

You must submit a separate application for each scholarship for which you are applying.
