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	To enable graduates to participate with active, discerning commitment in the practical, political, ethical, and aesthetic aspects of community life.
	Learners will demonstrate the ability to take charge of their own thinking.

Learners will demonstrate an intellectually disciplined process of actively and skillfully conceptualizing, applying, analyzing, synthesizing, and/or evaluating information gathered from, or generated by, observation, experience, reflection, reasoning, or communication, as a guide to belief and action.


	Graduates will earn scores to put them in the 50th percentile (national norm) or above on the CAAP standardized exam for critical thinking.

	179 of 408 graduates (43.9%) scored in the 50th percentile or above on the exam, compared to 39 of 408 (9.6%) scored in the 90th percentile. The mean score was 59.5.

	The mean score of 59.5 for AWC graduates was only 1.2 points lower than the national mean of 60.8. 171 (41.9%) of the AWC graduates indicated that English is their second language. 
Faculty give assignments to foster critical thinking – perhaps student seminars/workshops on critical thinking would benefit AWC students. 
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
