In 2003, the writing samples were a response to one of two questions by the students at the testing center rather than from existing assignments pulled from classrooms. This change was done as a result of 2002 assessment feedback from the scoring team.
	Learners provide writing that provides a clear, specific thesis and awareness of audience; fully develops examples to support thesis in logical, coherent manner; demonstrates original thinking, depth of analysis, and comprehension of material used; and that shows high proficiency in standard English grammar, spelling, and punctuation.


	100% of writing samples evaluated with a 5 point locally developed rubric will receive a score of 3 or higher


	A total of 37 essays were collected in 2006-2007 school year.

	Results indicate that 100% of the writing samples evaluated scored higher than 3 points on the locally developed rubric and successfully meeting the criteria for success. The LEAP Committee recommended that the amount of essays received were not a significant number to make a proper evaluation. The same criteria will be set for 2007-2008 and efforts to collect a larger sample.  
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
