Lesson Plan Title: Linear Regression Group Activity

Objectives: To fit a regression line to a set of real data 


       To use the linear model to make predictions

Required Materials: TI-83 or TI-84 calculator, table of real data for rates of sexually transmitted infections in the United States for several different years, graph paper, worksheet with instructions/questions

Anticipatory Set (Lead-In): Review how to fit a regression line to data using the calculators

Procedures: Assign groups of 2-3 students and give each group a worksheet with instructions and questions for them to fill out.  Allow about 30 minutes for the students to finish the worksheets and turn them in. 

Closure: Discuss the results.  Also give them data broken down by race/ethnicity to see if they see any differences and similarities.

Assessment Based On Objectives: I will grade the worksheets that the groups turn in.

Possible Connections To Other Subjects:  Use the math problem to make students aware of sexual health issues, especially with respect to multiculturalism

First Class Lesson

Objective 1: Students will identify things in every day life that require reading, by brainstorming in small groups.

Objective 2: Students will create a visual collage of images or photos that make up their identity.

Objective 3: Students will write a brief summary of the images used in the collage.

Activity: Split the class into two groups and ask them to brainstorm a list of at least twenty things that people have to read on a daily basis.  Allow ten minutes.

· Have groups alternate sharing and create master list on board.

· Show teacher examples in English and Spanish of materials that we commonly read: magazine, cereal box, car manual, phone book, etc.

· Discuss problems that arise when we cannot read or cannot read well with all the text input in daily life.

Self Assessment: Note who is willing to participate in groups and full class.  

Activity: Discuss definition of CULTURE and IDENTITY.  Post on signs on board.  Identify elements of such (hopefully from the class but with teacher direction): food, language, celebrations, family roles, religion, music, etc.

· Show teacher photo essay of how I see myself.  Images include my nuclear and extended family, place I grew up, comfort foods, nature, books, church building.  Narrate to tell how each picture makes up my identity.  

· As a class, write a sentence about each image.  Write on board and have students copy as an example for own project.

· Hand out assignment sheet for student projects and go over together.  Their collage/photo essay must include at least ten pictures.  They must write a summary paragraph about their creation, at least five sentences.  They will present project to the class next week.

Self Assessment: Are students interested in concept of identity?  Do they relate to the photos though my cultural elements are different?  Ability to form a sentence about what they have seen?

Activity: Preview textbook.  Table of contents, p.2/3 search the book activity for homework.

Discuss format of class: computer reading program, textbook, writing, presentations, novels.
