PREREQUISITE: PER 145
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to the advanced skills of Judo for use in sport, self-defense and physical conditioning. A selection of
advanced Judo techniques, plus Japanese vocabulary will be introduced. CR/NC

1.COURSE GOAL
This course prepares the student to develop advanced physical and mental skills necessary to utilize Judo as a
program of physical conditioning, self defense or for competitive Judo.

2. OUTCOMES

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to:

2.1 physically demonstrate throwing techniques (Nage Waza), choking techniques (Shime Waza),
Gripping techniques (Kumi Kata), and groundwork techniques (Katame Waza) to the
instructor(s) at an orange belt (Gokyu) or higher competency level as recognized by the United
States Judo Association (USJA).

2.2 demonstrate orally or on a written test to the instructor advanced knowledge of Judo history, and
Japanese vocabulary to a minimum acceptance level of 70%.
