THE 215 BASIC STAGE LIGHTING
CreditHours: 3 Lec 2 Lab 2

PREREQUISITE: None
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Instruction and practice with the operation and maintenance of basic stage lighting instruments, equipment, and
tools. Intended to accommodate special interests and needs in use and development of local staging facilities.

Work competently with stage lights, lighting boards, and to develop light plots that will be used effectively
in theatre productions.
