COURSE DESCRIPTION 
An introductory, general service course for both anthropology and non-anthropology majors. Covers physical 
anthropology, linguistics, archaeology, and cultural anthropology. Controversial topics are presented and discussions 
are open and often lively. World cultures are compared.
