ART 95 CERAMICS  
Credit Hours:  3     Lec     1   Lab  5    

PREREQUISITE: None 

COURSE DESCRIPTION 
A course in hand-formed ceramics designed for the student who is not seeking transferable credit.  Class projects 
include slab and coil formed vessels and sculptures, use of the potter’s wheel and the use of glazes for high 
temperature firing.  May be repeated. 

1. COURSE GOAL 
This course prepares learners to choose their direction of emphasis with guided  
instruction from the instructor.  Students may choose to emphasize hand building  
or wheelwork or a combination of both. 

2. OUTCOMES 
Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to: 
2.1 know basic hand building techniques - pinch, slab, coil, combined forms, and use of potters 

wheel. 
2.2 do basic decorating and glazing techniques. 
2.3 have knowledge of firing, loading, and unloading kilns. 

3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION  
3.1 Instruction by lecture 
3.2  Demonstrations 
3.3 Hands-on learning and individual class critiques  

4. LEARNING ACTIVITIES 
4.1 Observation and discussion of audiovisual materials 
4.2 Assigned reading 
4.3 Visitation to gallery exhibits 
4.4 Designing of original work using drawings and models. 
4.5 Forming work using the techniques demonstrated in class. 
4.6 Gazing work to be fired. 

5. EVALUATION 
5.1 Grades will be earned by an assortment of learning activities, exams, assignments, and 

participation.

6. STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES
