ART 177 DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY 1
CreditHours: 3 Lec 2 Lab 4

PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to the fundamentals of digital photography. Students will learn how to capture, retrieve, manipulate,
enhance, store, and output their photographs using appropriate hardware and software. Students will enrich the
aesthetic dimension of life through the exploration of photography as fine art.

Develop an ability to appreciate photography as art.

Develop an avenue of self-expression with life long potential.

discuss  various aesthetic theories in the context photography,
art, and philosophy.
