PREREQUISITE: ART 204 

COURSE DESCRIPTION 
Continued study of ceramic techniques with emphasis on surface, firing skills, ceramic history, and design. 

1. COURSE GOALS 
1.1 The techniques of developing new glazes. 
1.2 Continue building their understanding of form as it applies to three dimensional objects 
1.3 Use these techniques and concepts. 

2. OUTCOMES 
Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to: 
2.1 Demonstrate their knowledge of forming techniques by using them to create the assigned objects. 
2.2 Demonstrate their understanding of the methods of glazing on the required “hands on” projects. 
2.3 Demonstrate their understanding of form by creating original design and forms in pottery and 

ceramic sculpture.

actual works of art
