ART 297 MURAL AND PUBLIC ARTS

Credit Hours: 3 Lec: 2 Lab: 4
PREREQUISITE: ART 101 (2D Design) and ART 201 (Painting 1)

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course offers a hands-on opportunity to explore the process of designing and creating murals within
a community-focused environment. Over the semester, students will engage with the creative and
practical aspects of public art through guided research, site exploration, and in-class workshops.

Students will work both individually and in small groups to develop designs, experiment with mural
materials and techniques, and build real-world project skills.
