General Education Course: G (Global Awareness)

PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to the planets, including their origin, evolution, and environments; Comparative evolution of Mars,

Earth, and Venus; comets, asteroids, and life; outer moons, planets, and rings; lunar bases and human Mars
missions.

1.1 The student will be informed as to the state of knowledge concerning the solar system.
1.2 The student will be informed of some of the theories concerning the origin of the planets of the
solar system.

6.8 The majority of the grade will be determined by the in-class and final examinations, with the

remainder determined approximately equally by the essay, labs, quizzes and participation, and
homework.
