COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to assist students in developing and enhancing common study skills and
qualities needed for college success, including: time management, note-taking, test-taking
strategies, critical thinking, reading, memory techniques, learning styles, utilizing college
resources, discipline, motivation. Students will reflect on their own behaviors, expectations, and
attitudes to build effective academic strategies. The course will target students having academic
difficulties, including those on probation.
