COURSE DESCRIPTION

A course designed to provide knowledge about menu planning to meet the Recommended Dietary
Allowances (RDA) established by the Food and Nutrition Board of National Academy of Sciences
while also considering cost, staffing and facility constraints.

1.1 To provide the environment for students to develop menu-planning skills.
1.2 To provide opportunities for students to practice these skills.
1.3 To give students the tools to evaluate, adapt and merchandise menus.
1.4 To provide the students with practice in calculating quantities to purchase,
