ENG 180 LITERATURE OF THE AMERICAN WEST/GE
Credit Hours: 3 Lec3

PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

A literary study of this region and its influence on American culture. Students will explore what significant authors
have written about the West in works of both fact and fiction. In addition, students will discuss the importance of
distinguishing literary western writing from popular works.
