COURSE DESCRIPTION

Intercambio/Conversation Exchange focuses on true conversational practice of English and Spanish
between native Spanish speakers and native English speakers. Students of each language background will
practice their target language with native speakers in groups and/or pairs.

Improve oral proficiency in English for native Spanish speakers
