PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course covers the basic principles of nutrition and the interactions between nutrition and fitness
training. Topics include dietary practices and nutrient intake modifications that affect physical
performance, including intake of energy nutrients, vitamins, water, electrolytes, and dietary supplements.
It also covers the study of body weight and body composition, as well as factors that affect body weight
and the effect of the body composition on physical performance.

Develop understanding of the relationship between nutrition and performance.
