GER 1102 

PREREQUISITE: GER 101 or 1 year of high school German 

COURSE DESCRIPTION 
A continuation of German 101.  Basic communication skills are taught with emphasis on oral communication and 
elementary grammar.  Fulfills the second semester foreign language requirement at most four-year institutions. 

1.  COURSE GOALS 
1.1 Students will be able to participate in improvisational conversations about themselves, their 

surroundings, their personal needs, and their interests. 
1.2 Students will understand spoken German in a greater variety of social, travel, personal interest, 

and classroom contexts. 
1.3 Students will be able to read longer German passages and dialogues with good understanding. 
1.4 Students will continue to enhance their appreciation of German language and culture; and their 

places in history and the world today. 

2. OUTCOMES 
Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to: 
2.1 identify important facts in a text through reading. 
2.2 supply simple biographical information on forms. 
2.3 write simple paragraphs using familiar material. 
2.4 recognize and explain everyday cultural patterns. 
2.5 demonstrate understandable pronunciation skills when speaking. 
2.6 engage in conversation, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions, and 

exchange opinions in highly predictable everyday settings. 
2.7 process and replicate written and spoken language on a limited variety of topics. 
2.9 present information, concepts and ideas to an audience of listeners or readers on a limited variety 

of topics. 

3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION 
3.1 The Total Physical Response system will be used in coordination with audio-linguistic activities, 

and instructor designed materials 
3.2 Role playing with dialogue, oral drills, lectures and readings 
3.3 Filmstrips and video tapes as applicable 

4. LEARNING ACTIVITIES 
4.1 Tests involving listening and written comprehension; and the exercise of correct principles of 

grammar 
4.2 Take part in conversation groups in class; and respond to verbal instructions from the instructor 
4.3 View videotapes and other material depicting Germanic culture, and history 
4.4 Correctly complete all assigned homework, and take an active part in class discussions 

5. EVALUATION 
5.1 Class participation evaluation will be based on preparedness for class and participation in class 

activities 
5.2 Listening comprehension, oral skills, and written examinations will be given 
5.3 Homework assignments will constitute a part of the students' evaluation 
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6. STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES   
6.1 Under AWC Policy, students are expected to attend every session of class in which they are 

enrolled. 
6.2 If a student is unable to attend the course or must drop the course for any reason, it will be the 

responsibility of the student to withdraw from the course. Students who are not attending as of the 
45th day of the course may be withdrawn by the instructor. If the student does not withdraw from 
the course and fails to complete the requirements of the course, the student will receive a failing 
grade.
