PREREQUISITES: GER 102 or 2 years of high school German

COURSE DESCRIPTION

A continuation of German 102, with an emphasis on oral communication and reading for comprehension. Writing
and oral grammar exercises are integrated to develop and reinforce intermediate speaking skills. The traditions and
cultures of German-speaking countries and modern day topics provide a conversational approach to learning
German. Fulfills the third semester foreign language requirements at most four-year institutions.

1. COURSE GOALS

Students will be able to participate in increasingly more substantial conversations in typical daily
situations.

1.2 Students will be able to read longer German texts with good understanding.
1.3 Students will be able to write short essays using correct sentence structure, spelling, and
punctuation.
1.4 Students will continue to enhance their appreciation of German language and culture.

3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION

3.1 The Total Physical Response system will be used in coordination with audio-linguistic activities,
and instructor designed materials

3.2 New vocabulary and grammatical structures will be introduced in demonstrations, lectures, class
discussions, and reading assignments

33 Practice tapes and worksheets will be used in homework assignments

34 German will be the only language that is used in the classroom; both by the instructor, and by he
students

3.5 Filmstrips and videotapes will be used to enhance the students' listening and comprehension skills,
and to present German culture

3.6 Students will participate in class discussions about various topics in German culture and current
events

3.7 Students will give written and verbal presentations about topics of their choice

3.8 Students will write short reports about their out—of—class reading in German

4.1 Study assignments and complete all homework prior to each class session

4.3 Students will write sentences using vocabulary studied and will write short compositions on
themes from each lesson (100 word minimum per theme/8 themes)

4.4 Actively participate in all class discussions and exercises relating personal experiences as

applicable
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4.5 Speak only German in the classroom
4.6 Students will be responsible for writing and orally presenting two topics (100 word minimum)
4.7 Write a paper (minimum 500 words) on an appropriate topic related to Germanic culture or

traditions (1st draft due 2 weeks after mid-term, final paper due 1 week after Thanksgiving)
