GRA 103 COMPUTER ILLUSTRATION
CreditHours: 4 Lec 3 Lab 2

PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course focuses on basic comprehension of the computer graphics application interface and principles of vector
graphic manipulation and creation. Design standards will be discussed in relation to professional work examples.

Become familiar with basic illustration issues and the skill set necessary to produce professional quality
vector graphics.
