PREREQUISITE: JRN 125
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to the principles of editing articles for the contemporary media. Includes application of skills in
journalistic style, story organization, headline writing, and cultural literacy.

1. COURSE GOAL
This course is designed to familiarize students with the fine points of journalistic style and organization, to
develop journalistic research skills, to gain skills in tightening and reorganizing written material, and to
instill competencies in cultural literacy related to news media fields.
