LET 190 PHLEBOTOMY FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT

Credit Hours: 4 Lec 2.5 Lab 1.5 Clinical 3

PREREQUISITE: Director of Law Enforcement Training Academy Approval

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed for individuals who are employed in law enforcement or current law enforcement
training. Students will develop a working knowledge of phlebotomy. Law enforcement officers learn the
appropriate procedures for drawing blood, specimen handling, and proper documentation to assure the
integrity of evidence and chain of command procedures.

1. COURSE GOAL

In this course students will learn proper phlebotomy techniques, specimen handling and transport,
chain of command procedures, training allows for the collection of chemical testing evidence in a
timely and efficient manner.

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to:
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Application of methodologies and techniques including problem solving and
troubleshooting for phlebotomy.

Application of safety and government standards and compliance to the phlebotomy
setting.

Utilize HIPAA laws when dealing with patients and their Protected Health Information.
Implement quality assurance and quality control principles to requisitioning, specimen
transport, and specimen processing.

Communicate sufficiently to serve the public, patients and members of the healthcare
team.

Perform specimen collection utilizing proper procedures, equipment and techniques.
