COURSE DESCRIPTION  
 
Beginning level of chamber vocal ensemble performance.  
 
 
1. COURSE GOALS  
 
 1.1 The Chamber Singers will perform choral music for small ensembles for two major concerts   
  per semester 
 1.2 The choir may also sing for special concerts or social functions upon request 
 
 
2. OUTCOMES  
 
 Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to:  
 2.1 learn and perform the finest literature in choral music at a beginning level.  
 2.2 perform the basics of singing:  intonation, tone, blend, balance, enunciation, and pronunciation in 

English and several foreign languages at a beginning level. 
 2.3 grow in the ability to read music and learn the basics of music at a beginning level. 
 2.4 train their ears for pitch and sight singing at a beginning level. 
 2.5 perform in public with the highest possible standards. 
 
 
3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION  
 
 All instruction will follow standard rehearsal procedures 
 
 
4. LEARNING ACTIVITIES  
 
 4.1 Rehearsal by full choir and by section 
 4.2 Sight reading of new music 
 4.3 Singing with good choral ensemble sound 
 4.4 Singing with good choral ensemble balance 
 4.5 Singing with good choral ensemble blend 
 4.6 Singing with clarity of pronunciation through vowel position and placement 
 
 
5. EVALUATION  
  
 5.1 Grades will be earned by an assortment of learning activities, exams, assignments, and 
  participation

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6. STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES  
 
 6.1 Under AWC Policy, students are expected to attend every session of class in which they 
  are enrolled.

 6.5 Texts and Notebooks: Students are required to obtain the class materials for the course. 

6.6 Arizona Western College students are expected to attend every class session in which they are 
enrolled. To comply with Federal Financial Aid regulations (34 CFR 668.21), Arizona Western 
College (AWC) has established an Attendance Verification process for "No Show" reporting during 
the first 10 days of each semester. 

 Students who have enrolled but have never attended class may be issued  a “No Show” (NS) grade by 
the professor or instructor and receive a final grade of “NS” on their official academic record.  An NS 
grade may result in a student losing their federal financial aid.
