PREREQUISITE: MUS 101

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Intermediate level of a large community chorus that performs major choral works and is open to all interested
singers by audition. It is a multi-level class.

2.3  demonstrate a sense of responsibility regarding technical proficiency and artistic accuracy while preparing for
public ensemble performance.
