PREREQUISITE: MUS 203 

COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Advanced level of band performance at public events. 

1. COURSE GOAL 

The student musician will continue his or her musical growth at a higher level of proficiency than previously 
experienced. Artistic and technically proficient performances at athletic events and at civic and campus 
function will be the aim of the organization. The band will also present a concert of wind ensemble and 
jazz/pop literature. 

2. OUTCOMES 

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will: 
2.1 demonstrate an advanced level of mastery over their respective instruments. 
2.2 demonstrate college sophomore-level of technical proficiency. 
2.3 demonstrate an advanced sense of responsibility in regard to ensemble performance. 

3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION 

Instruction of the highly integrated skills and concepts in music will follow standard methods of rehearsal 

4. LEARNING ACTIVITIES 

4.1 Each class will be a rehearsal setting 
4.2 New music will be studied and learned 
4.3 Learned music will be rehearsed to improve artistic performance 
4.4 Concepts and skills for artistic performance will be taught 

5. EVALUATION 

5.1 Grades will be earned by an assortment of learning activities, performances, assignments, and 
participation

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6. STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES
