COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This performing organization involves the study and public performance of big band jazz arrangements. Auditions 
and the approval of the instructor are necessary. The class is designed for community members, high school 
students, and other performers. A multi-level class. CR/NC OE/OE 

1. COURSE GOALS 

1.1 To study and utilize the techniques and interpretation skills required for the performance 
of music composed for the large jazz ensemble 

1.2 To study the aspects of phrasing, articulation, rhythm, intonation, balance, and blend 
associated with the accurate and exciting performance of big band jazz 

1.3 To prepare enough material in varying styles for a minimum of two concert 
performances per semester 

2. OUTCOMES 

Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to: 
2.1 perform in a large jazz ensemble (big band). 
2.2 demonstrate proper phrasing and articulation, read jazz rhythms, and play in tune and in 

balance with an ensemble. 
2.3 perform different styles of music associated with a jazz ensemble.
