PLS 160 INTRODUCTION TO SOUTHWESTERN ALTERNATIVE CROPS

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will introduce students to hon-vegetable crops grown in the Desert Southwest (i.e. tree crops, alfalfa,
cotton, sugar beets, small grains, dates, etc.). The history, introduction, production, and economic impact of the
crops will be discussed.
