PREREQUISITE: None

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Deals with the constitution and government of the United States; specifically designed to meet the federal
constitution requirement for teacher certification in Arizona, with an intensive study of the written constitution, as
well as a survey of the American governmental institutions which are based on it.

1. COURSE GOALS
11 Read, discuss and understand the provisions of the U.S. Constitution.
1.2 Survey the governmental and political institutions at the national level, which are based on that
constitution and the political environment within which they function.

2. OUTCOMES
Upon satisfactory completion of this course, students will be able to:
2.1 conduct an article-by-article overview and analysis of the Constitution of the United States.
2.2 become familiar with the major institutions of government in the United States including
executive, legislative, and judicial agencies.

3. METHODS OF INSTRUCTION
Instructional objectives will be met through the use of lectures, reading, discussion, and audio-visuals

4. LEARNING ACTIVITIES

4.1 Read the assigned material from the textbook on the Constitution
4.2 Participate in open discussion on the assigned readings and lecture material
4.3 Perform adequately on a final examination composed of 60 multiple-choice questions

5. EVALUATION
5.1 Grade will be earned by an assortment of learning activities, exams, assignments, and participation
