PREREQUISITE: RAD 105 and concurrent enrollment in the Radiologic Technology Program
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduction to positioning of the vertebral column, bony thorax, GI and urinary system, mobile and intraoperative
radiography and trauma.

1. COURSE GOAL
Prepare the student for positioning the vertebral column, trauma studies, bony thorax, and GI and urinary
system, mobile and intraoperative radiography.

2.1 Give the function of the anatomical structures.

2.2 State the location of the structures in anatomical terms

2.3 Identify the anatomical structures on a diagram, model, bone or skeleton.

2.4 Use proper evaluation to determine if an image is acceptable or unacceptable. If unacceptable,
give major reason why it is not.

2.5 Locate anatomic structures and landmarks on radiographs.

2.6 Explain to the patient preparation required for each examination

2.7 Provide proper radiation protection for all projections taken, and explain the protective measures
that should be taken for each examination.

2.8 Describe modification of procedures for atypical or impaired patients to better demonstrate the
anatomic area of interest.

2.9 Demonstrate equipment manipulation
