PREREQUISITE: RAD 100
COREQUISITES: RAD 105 and RAD 110 and RAD 115

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Provides an opportunity for practical application of theory on patients in a clinical setting. Concepts of team
practice, patient-centered clinical practice, and professional development are practiced, examined, and evaluated.
Focuses on patient care and assessment and competent performance of radiologic procedures. Imaging performed
under appropriate supervision of a qualified radiographer.

1. COURSE GOAL
Prepares the student to perform radiographic examinations by working in a clinical setting under the
appropriate level of supervision.
