PREREQUISITE: None 

COURSE DESCRIPTION  
Fundamental theory and practice associated with oxy fuel welding, shielded metal arc welding, and gas metal arc 
welding processes used to fabricate a welded sculpture.

1.1 Pursue a non-traditional approach to welding.  
2.2 Develop skills applicable to student interest in welding applications.

materials used, cut sheet, and use of drawings. 
2.5 incorporate welding skills requiring the use of each of the welding processes.
